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LE CORBUSIER, PIERRE JEANNERET: CHANDIGARH, INDIA, 1951-66

Presented by Kukje Gallery the exhibition <Le Corbusier, Pierre Jeanneret: Chandigarh,
India, 1951-66> is the representative joint project of Pierre Jeanneret and Le Corbusier,
and the exhibition that expresses their ideal architectural ideas through urban planning
of Chandigarh showing the history of industrialization progressed since independence
of India from Britain in the mid-20th century. The eye-catching yellow, red and green
walls at the entrance of the exhibition is the application of the colors painted on the
exterior walls of the High Court. By harmonizing with the pillars similarly reproducing
the view of Palace of Assembly on the entire back wall, it allows to imagine the actual
appearance. Jeanneret has studied designs to fit the local situation by quickly adapting
to the culture and lifestyle of India, and as an example the shades produced to facilitate
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ventilation due to humid and hot climate of India were installed throug the .

This shade was affected by the architect Jean Prouvé, and was produced by an airplane
wing that the British left behind on the airfield. In addition, they built the macroscopic
plan of the city based on the measure system modulor using human body proportion
and golden ratio, and this kind of city image is carved on the manhole cover displayed
on the ground floor. The main exhibition works include rollaway bed, chest of drawer,
sofa and library desk which were involved in the furniture and public design according
to the interior architecture as part of the project at the time. The distinct X, U, V shaped
minimal furniture design by Jeanneret present unique regional sentiment through the
combination of traditional crafts of India and commonly available materials such as wood

and bamboo. Moreover, Kukje Gallery presents the solo exhibition of the artist U Sunok

who is the representative prominent artist of Korea dealing with conceptual art in K1 hall

until 12 June.
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
